KAPPA KAPPA PSI
ETA SIGMA CHAPTER CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I-GENERAL

1.1

The name of this organization shall be the Eta Sigma Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi, National Honorary Fraternity for College and University Band members. 

1.2

The constitution of this Chapter shall be subsidiary to the University Rules, Band Program Policies, the National Constitution, and the Southeast District Constitution, and shall not conflict with these. 

1.3

The Chapter Constitution and By-Laws shall have jurisdiction over all members of this Chapter. 

1.4

This constitution may be amended by writing to the Chapter one week before a vote on said petition. A favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the eligible voting membership shall be required to amend this constitution. If a proposed amendment should receive the required vote, it shall be declared adopted, and upon and after such adoption it shall become operative and effective immediately unless otherwise stated in the amendment. If a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent is not obtained by the second regularly called meeting, the amendment shall be declared defeated and shall not be proposed again for consideration until one month has lapsed.

ARTICLE II-MEMBERSHIP

1) General

1.1

There shall be Seven (7) membership statuses recognized by the Eta Sigma Chapter. These will be Active, Inactive, Associate, Conditional, Honorary, Alumni, and Life. No Status will be recognized by the Chapter until all initiation fees have been paid and the initiation Ritual has been completed.

2) Membership Candidacy

2.1

A band member may be offered entry into the Membership Education program of the Fraternity after the satisfactory completion of one term as a member of the university band unless an exception is made by the Chapter Sponsor as stipulated in Article 6 Section 503 of the National Constitution. 

2.2

Any band member with a G.P.A. of no less than 2.00 on a scale of 4.00 may become a Membership Candidate of the chapter. 

2.3

Before being eligible for active membership, a candidate must fulfill the requirements of Article 6 Section 504 of the National Constitution and serve a term as a membership candidate of not less than six (6) weeks. 

2.4

Initiation fees and the year's national dues must be paid in full prior to the Ritual of the Second Degree in accordance with Article 6 Section 505 of the National Constitution.

3) Active Membership

3.1

Active members of the Fraternity shall be registered students at the University of Central Florida and members of the university band program who have been formally initiated after the completion of the chapter's new member education program. 

3.2

All dues and fees must be paid up to date to maintain active membership in the Fraternity 

3.3

Any brother declaring active status shall submit their cumulative GPA, as well as last semesters GPA, to the executive board by the second meeting of each semester. Failure to maintain a 2.0 cumulative GPA shall be due cause for probation.

4) Inactive Membership

4.1

An active member who cannot meet the requirements of active status shall request inactive membership in writing prior the announced due date for the upcoming year's national dues. Active members cannot request inactive status once National and Chapter dues are paid. Active members who fail to meet the requirements of Active membership mid-year should be suspended or placed on probation in accordance with those procedures. 

4.2

A member may remain inactive or reactivate upon petitioning the Chapter and paying all National and Chapter Dues. 

4.3

Status of Inactive Members is illustrated in Article 6 Section 513.

5) Honorary Membership

5.1

The qualifications of Honorary Members are stated in Article 6 Section 516 of the National Constitution. 

5.3

Chapter financial obligations to the National Chapter regarding Honorary Membership is stated in Article 6 Section 517 of the National Constitution.

6) Alumni Membership

6.1

Alumni Membership privileges and qualifications are listed in Article 6 Section 514 of the National Constitution.

7) Life Membership

7.1

Life Membership privileges and qualifications are listed in Article 6 Section 515 of the National Constitution.

8) Conditional Membership

8.1

Conditional Status is described in Article 6 Sections 511-2. 

8.2

Conditional Members may participate within chapter functions, rituals, attend chapter meetings, attend conventions, etc.

ARTICLE III-OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS

1) Officers

1.1

The officers of this Chapter shall be: President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Secretary, Member-at-Large, Sergeant-at-Arms, Historian, Alumni Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, Sponsor, and Co-Sponsor. 

1.2

Duties of these officers shall be as stated in the Chapter By-Laws.

2) Executive Board

2.1

The Executive Board shall consist of the President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Secretary, Member-at-Large, and Sergeant-at-Arms. 

2.2

The Executive Board shall operate within the boundaries of the Chapter Constitution and By-Laws.

3) Sponsor and Co-Sponsor

3.1

The Chapter Sponsor and Co-Sponsor shall be selected by the Chapter Membership.

4) Elections

4.1

Newly elected officers shall be installed before the end of the academic year.

5) Removal from Office

5.1

Upon due cause, an officer of the Chapter may be removed from office as prescribed in the Chapter By-Laws.

ARTICLE IV-COMMITTEES

1) Standing Committees

1.1

The standing committees of this Chapter shall be: Committee on Membership, Committee on Projects, Committee on Ways and Means, Committee on Social Affairs, Committee on Correspondence and Publications, Committee on Music, and Committee on Jurisdiction. 

1.2

Committee Chairmen shall be appointed by the Chapter President. 

1.3

Standing committees shall consist of at least three (3) members. 

1.4

Standing committee members shall volunteer or be appointed by the Chapter President and shall serve a period of one full year or until relieved by the Chapter President, whichever comes first. 

1.5

Duties of the standing committees shall be as stated in the Chapter By-Laws.

2) Special Committees

2.1

Special committees of the Chapter shall be created as required by the Chapter, chapter president, or Executive Board. 

2.2

Special committees shall consist of at least three (3) members. 

2.3

All special committee members shall be appointed as specified by their creation and shall serve until relieved of their appointment. 

2.4

Duties of the special committees shall be as decided by the Chapter president or executive board and approved by the chapter upon creation of the Special Committee.

ARTICLE V-MEETINGS

1) Regular Meetings

1.1

Regularly called meetings shall be held at least semimonthly while school is in session at a time and place decided by the Chapter.

2) Special Meetings

2.1

Special meetings may be called upon a favorable vote of seventy-five (75) percent of the active members, or upon recommendation of the Chapter President, approved by a fifty (50) percent vote of the Executive Board.

3) Quorums

3.1

Fifty (50) percent of all active members including two (2) officers shall constitute a quorum at all regular and special meetings.

ARTICLE VI-DELEGATES

1) Chapter Delegates

1.1

Chapter delegates and proxies shall be chosen by election in a regularly called meeting with special consideration given to possible District Officer candidates. 

1.2

The Chapter shall allocate certain funds for Delegates to District and National Conventions. These funds shall be authorized by the Chapter prior to any disbursements.

ARTICLE VII-PROBATION

1) Member Probation

1.1

Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be placed on probation according to the provisions of the Chapter By-Laws and the National Constitution.

ARTICLE VIII-SUSPENSION

1) Member Suspension

1.1

Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be suspended according to the provisions of the Chapter By-Laws and the National Constitution.

ARTICLE IX-EXPULSION

1) Member Expulsion

1.1

Upon due cause, a member of the Fraternity may be expelled according to the provisions of the Chapter By-Laws and the National Constitution.
